FOG (Carl Sandburg)
The fog comes

on little cat feet.

It sits looking

Over harbor and city

on silent haunches*

and then moves on.
*silent haunches – sit on haunches (о животных) – сидеть, опираясь на задние ноги.
1. Which words refer to the  “tenor” and “vehicle” of the sustained metaphor created in the text? Define and explain the “ground” (основание [для сравнения]) of this metaphor.
2. Comment on the effect produced by the use of personification and point out its formal signs. Does the image strike you as original? Which associations does it bring to your mind?

3. Comment on the title of the first poem. Why do you think the word “silver” is introduced as part of it? Define the type of trope used in the title.
