b) Compared with you I’m a child of nature. I dwell among the untrodden ways beside the springs of Dove, a maid whom there are (I am shocked to say) few to praise, likewise very few to love, which is perhaps just as well (D. Sayers).

      A maid whom there were none to praise,

      And very few to love (W. Wordsworth ‘When Lucy Ceased to Be’);
c) Ocean liner. A ship whose passengers usually play hide and sick (H. Mencken);
d) Just at daybreak, I was awakened by a series of awful screams from Bill. They weren’t yells, or howls, or shouts, or whoops, or yawps, such as you would expect from a manly set of vocal organs – they were simply indecent, terrifying, humiliating screams… (O.Henry);
e) She collected people of talent rather as some people collect children from school – every day. Pianists, painters, poets, statesmen, novelists, princesses were gathered together… and bidden to talk and play and smoke (Stephen Fry Paperweight);

f) As one who has spent his entire life, man, boy and raving old dotard, in and out of educational establishments I am the last person  to offer any useful advice about them. Better leave them to politicians with no education, sense or commitment. They at least can bring an empty mind to the problem (Stephen Fry Paperweight);
g) Hardcastle was a promising politician who seemed in society to be interested in everything except politics. It may be answered gloomily that every politician is emphatically a promising politician. But to do him justice, ha had often exhibited himself as a performing politician. No purple tent in the bazaar, however, had been provided for him to perform in (G.K. Chesterton ‘The Red Moon of Meru’) (bazaar – благотворительная ярмарка с балаганами и аттракционами).
